Cautions for charging and usage:

* We recommend using 500+mAh (USB2.0) USB battery
charger.

Automatic battery-saving function:

When the remaining battery power gets low, the indicator starts flashing and the lighting mode changes to
power-save flashing mode (where the LEDs on both ends of the unit flash alternately). Charge the product as
soon as possible.

* Run time is approximately 1 hour in power-save flashing mode.

3 HOW TO MOUNT TO A BICYCLE

 Before charging, be sure that no dust or other foreign
objects attach to the USB plug.

Do not subject the light to vibrations while charging.

* When your PC is in sleep state, the unit cannot be
charged.

» Once charging is complete, be sure to disconnect the
USB plug.

« Charging time is approximate values, and will vary
depending on the environmental and usage conditions.

¢ Charging, discharging, and storing in high
temperatures will cause the rechargeable battery to
deteriorate faster. Do not place the light inside a vehicle
or near a heater. Make sure to charge only when the
ambient temperature is between 5 and 40°C.

o |f the illumination time is significantly reduced even
after proper charging, the rechargeable battery may be
nearing the end of its service life.

Cautions on storage:

« |f the device will not be used for a long period of time,
store it in a location that is not too hot or too humid.

¢ Charge the battery for about 30 minutes every 6 months.

Cautions for dispose:

When disposing of the light unit, remove the internal

rechargeable battery and dispose of it according to local

regulations.
